“auditioned” to serve on the theatre committee with nine other the-
atre artists and producers. For three years my committee colleagues 
and I went to countless productions, read stacks of applications, 
talked of trends and challenges and debated the various merits 
of proposed projects and seasons during the days of adjudication 
meetings. I estimate that I volunteered more than three full months 
of my time to TAC over that period, but never regretted a second. I 
knew what we were doing was really important, and it was a valu-
able learning experience for me personally.

This process of involving artists and other arts professionals in 
decision making has been central to Toronto Arts Council since 
its inception 35 years ago. This newsletter recognizes and thanks 
the many people  - artists, arts workers, arts supporters and city 
councillors who together created, and continue to contribute to this 
vitally important organization, whether on the board or staff, or on a 
committee or jury. Visionaries such as Rita Davies, Tom Hendry and 
the much missed Margo Bindhardt made TAC into a forward thinking 
organization; one that is highly responsive to changing currents in 
the art world and to Toronto’s growth and development. 

TAC at 35:  In this, the largest community of artists in the country, 
TAC supports over 450 arts organizations per year and another 200 
individual artists. Toronto’s external brand has become inextricably 
linked with arts and culture, and Toronto’s liveability depends on it. 
But we know there is much to do in developing the full creative po-
tential of Toronto. We are busy envisioning what kind of city the next 
generation of Torontonians should inherit in 35 years time.

Anniversary Spotlights

A 35 STEP PROGRAM

October 4 2008 - TAC Celebrated its 35th Anniversary 
at Nuit Blanche. TAC began marking its anniversary year 
with A 35 Step Program, a project that consisted of 70 
signs distributed throughout Zone C. Designed by emerging 
visual artists, the election-style lawn signs contained calls

March-May 2009 —  This Spring 
Torontonians of all ages were invited 
to get creative and submit their 
Toronto-inspired works to the first-
ever Get Lit!  competition. Get Lit! 
explored text and spoken word and 
showcased interdisciplinary creativity 

by presenting new ways of telling city stories. 

A special jury comprised of Geoff Pevere, Diana Bennett, 
Alana Wilcox and Paulina O’Kieffe reviewed all applications 
and selected Philip Quinn for his series of poems entitled 
“The Subway” with accompanying photographs for the First 
Prize ($700). Goran Boskovic  won the Second Prize ($200) 
for his short video “obscure(d)” and teenah edan placed third 
($100) for her poems and magnets entitled “Union and part 
ii, departure”. Mayor David Miller announced the winners at 
the Doors Open Toronto kick-off event on May 22. All Get Lit! 
submissions were also featured at a special weekend-long 
exhibition during Doors Open at the Toronto Arts Council/
Foundation, which was an official location for this year’s 
festival. 

Get Lit!  was produced by Toronto Arts Foundation (TAF), in 
association with Lit City , Toronto stories, Toronto settings.  An 
initiative of City of Toronto, Lit City was a three-month festival 
part of Toronto’s 175th birthday. Get Lit! and the TAC/F are also 
being featured online through www.openbooktoronto.com.

An international jury assembled by Toronto Arts Council 
recommended that 13 innovative Toronto music and multi 
media projects be the first recipients of the new INCUBATE 
program. A total of $100,000 was awarded in February to 
help the very best ideas get to a stage where they can be 
pitched to international arts and festival presenters.

INCUBATE is a juried program, designed to provide seed money 
to facilitate the early planning stages of project proposals being 
developed for presentation to international festivals and present-
ers. 2009 was the inaugural year for the program.
INCUBATE is funded through a contribution of $25,000 from 
the City of Toronto through Toronto Arts Council, matched by 
donors contributing through TAC’s sister organization, Toronto 
Arts Foundation (TAF).  An unprecedented commitment of 
$50,000 from Luminato, Toronto’s Festival of Arts and Creativity, 
doubled the budget available. Private donors wishing to partici-
pate in this innovative investment in creativity should speak to 
Claire Hopkinson, TAC Executive Director at 416-392-6802 ext 
203 or claire@torontoartscouncil.org.

TAC’s investments, both in the early years and more 
recently, have been instrumental in providing start-up 
funding that has helped to transform Toronto into a 
global cultural capital.

“The arts flourish in an urban setting. The city is the natural home of the arts because it is in 
the city that artist meets artist and arts meets audience. Toronto, at the moment, is ideally 
suited to provide the proper background for the arts – to be, in fact, the scene of a consider-
able artistic flowering. Our comparative prosperity, our social peace, our exquisite mingling of 
various ethnicities, our well-educated population, our not-bad artistic facilities: all these, taken 
together, suggest that Toronto can provide an appropriate setting for the arts.  Torontonians of 
the 1970’s can look forward to being part of an era of achievement in the arts.”

“…I can still recall how earnestly the TAC board believed in the importance of recognizing 
excellence in the arts… [We’d] spend weeks poring over applications for operating grants from 
hundreds of small organizations - from Pepi’s Puppet Theatre to the Ukrainian Folk Arts Council. 
Often a grant request for a mere $750 had to be turned down for lack of funds.” Charles

“How far have we come? How did we get here? What did we learn? Within the story of Toronto 
Arts Council there is a theme replicated over and over. It starts with three fragile threads: a 
person; an idea; the wherewithal.  These threads make a rope. Give a person with an idea the 
wherewithal, and they will make something – an institution or a project that others are drawn to

“It’s nice to see that the cooperative structure Rita and I established between the Board and 
the City is still there - and [that our] policies have stood the test of time and have earned the 
respect and support of City Council, and the arts/culture community as a whole. In terms of 
democratic ‘suffrage’ in arts/culture support, Toronto still leads Canadian cities and if I had to 
say which single person was responsible for all this I would name Rita Davies. It’s great to see 
the quality of the staff leadership TAC still attracts!”
